a) Discussion and possible action on letter and Community Impact Statement (CIS) to LA City 
Council, City Attorney and Civil Rights/ Racial Justice orgs re: Council File 20-0668 
"Redistricting Process / 2020 Decennial United States Census Data." The Board of the 
Lincoln Heights Neighborhood Council (LHNC) OPPOSES the proposed redistricting map, 
K2.5, version 4, by the Los Angeles City Council Redistricting Commission. Our community 
has been cut in half by a commission that may be unfamiliar with the history of the oldest 
neighborhood in Los Angeles.  Lincoln Heights was not only the bedroom of the Pueblo, but it 
was also ground zero for gerrymandering and decades long councilmanic runs by white 
republican men. There was no outreach by the current appointees and the 39,000 historically 
marginalized people of Lincoln Heights kindly request a seat at the table.
